The week of May 11 has become may-
hem with the flurry of bills on the calendar
due to the crossover deadline on Thursday at
midnight. This week Senate republicans
called on Democratic leaders to allow bills
tied up in committee a chance to advance to a
floor vote by this week’s crossover deadline.
This deadline required most bills to pass ei-
ther House or Senate chambers by today (May
14th) or lose eligibility for further considera-
tion until 2011.

“As in years past, a number of intro-
duced bills were sent to committee and never
heard again,” said Senate Republican Leader
Phil Berger. 'Many of these bills have long 0 0

votes on these proposals. It is past time for a

An act to amend the states Constitution to pewdrriage between a man and a women is the
only domestic legal union that shall be recogtirethe state.
