 Senator Brock has proposed a bill to bring 

stand-your-ground laws to North Carolina. Stand-your-

ground laws, also known as the “Castle Doctrine”, al-

low citizens to use force to protect themselves in their 

homes, automobiles, and other places where they have a 

legal right to be without first having to retreat. Several 

states, mainly in the Northeast, require that if you are 

being attacked you must first run away before you have 

the option of using force to protect yourself and your 

family. Senate bill 1251 changes North Carolina law to 

ensure that citizens are always justified in protecting 

themselves and are not required to retreat.  

 “This is the most important piece of legislation 

dealing with the Second Amendment that the General 

Assembly has taken up in a long time. It speaks directly 

to question of whether North Carolinians will be able to 

exercise their right to bear arms and provide for their 

families adequate protection,” the senator said. 

 Twenty four states, including North Carolina’s 

neighbors South Carolina, Tennessee, and Georgia, 

have passed stand-your-ground laws. However, Senate 

bill 1251 is gaining little traction in General Assembly. 

“Unfortunately, anti-Second Amendment Democrats 

have a strong hold on the legislature and it makes it dif-

ficult to pass a bill which empowers citizens to protect 

themselves,” said Senator Brock. “It really is a shame, 

because this is a common sense piece of legislation. If a 

person is trying to harm you or your family you should 

not have to waste time running away, because your pri-

mary concern really ought to be how to keep yourself 

safe.” 

  

“The cornerstone of a free society is the right to bear arms.  The Second Amendment ensures that 
people can protect themselves, their families, and their property.  Liberty is based on security and 

without the Second Amendment, there would be no Bill of Rights.”

 Continuing his effort to expand Second Amend-

ment rights in North Carolina, Senator Brock has intro-

duced a bill to allow citizens with concealed handgun 

permits to take their firearms into restaurants. Under 

North Carolina law even though a citizens may legally 

be entitled to carry a concealed weapon, they are still 

prohibited from carrying their weapon into a restaurant.  

 “Not allowing law-abiding citizens who are 

qualified to  carry a concealed weapon to exercise that 

right in a restaurant just doesn’t make sense to me. Res-

taurants are just as likely as any place else to experience 

crime. It’s not at all difficult to imagine someone com-

ing to rob a restaurant,” Senator Brock said. “Senate bill  

1094 would allow people to enjoy the same level of 

protection that they have everywhere else.” 

   

Senator Brock, as one of the strongest supporters in the 

General Assembly of law-abiding citizens’ right to bear 

arms, has sponsored legislation to increase the penalty 

for possession of a firearm by a convicted felon.  

 “Convicted felons who commit crimes with fire-

arms give the rest of North Carolina’s responsible gun 

owners a bad name. Part of protecting Second Amend-

ment rights is ensuring that people who abuse those 

rights are held to account,” explained Senator Brock.  

 The bill has been cosponsored by every member 

of the Senate GOP caucus, but has yet to acted on.
