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 Recently, Senator Brock expressed his strong 

support for North Carolina’s community colleges, es-

pecially those in Davie and Rowan Counties. The 34th 

district is home to two community colleges: the Rowan 

campus of Rowan-Cabarrus Community College and 

the Davie County campus of Davidson County Com-

munity College. The campus in Davie County recently 

became home to the Zoo and Aquarium Science Tech-

nology program, one of only six such programs in the 

nation offered at a community college.  

 “North Carolina has a great community college 

system and I’m in full support of it. Before I  went on 

to graduate from Western Carolina University, I at-

tended a community college myself for a short time 

and found it to be a great experience. As the cost of 

attending a school within the UNC system continues  

to skyrocket I believe you’ll see more and more stu-

dents spending a year or two at a community college. 

The General Assembly needs to support this cost-

effective way of making a college degree accessible to 

those North Carolinians that want one. Also, as North 

Carolina continues to transition from an economy 

based on traditional industries to one based on innova-

tion and technology, our communities colleges will be-

come increasingly more important because they will be 

on the frontlines of our effort to retrain workers for in-

dustries such as biotechnology and other health sci-

ences,” the senator said.  

Recently Senator Brock met with representatives from 
Davidson County Community College, one of the two 
colleges with a campus in the 34th district. They dis-
cussed many of the  college’s programs, including the 
growing program in computer programming and the 
new Aquarium and Zoo Technology program located at 
the college’s campus in Davie County.    

 During the first weekend in August most items 

that students, whether they’re in kindergarten or col-

lege, will be sold tax free. Several years ago the General 

Assembly instituted a “sales tax holiday” which was 

aimed at helping parents and students purchase items 

vital to their education. The exemption includes school 

supplies, computers, clothing, and sports equipment, all 

with some minor restrictions.  

 This year the holiday will run from Friday, Au-

gust 5 to Sunday, August 7. It is important to note that 

retailers are required to participate in this program and 

may not collect tax on exempt items.
